Matthew 28:17 (NIV) When they saw him, they worshiped him; but some doubted.



3). Consider Life After Death
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Revelation 1:17 (NIV) When | saw him, | fell at his feet as though dead. Then he placed his right

hand on me and said: “Do not be afraid. | am the First and the Last. 281 am the Living One; | was
dead, and now look, | am alive for ever and ever!

Revelation 1:18 (NIV) And I hold the keys to death and hades!

Romans 10:9 (ESV) If you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart
that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.
