e Will dwelling on this thought produce more of the fruit of
the Spirit in me?

e Are the promptings confusing or vague”? God is not the
author of confusion.

e Do the thoughts go against God's Word? God will not
contradict Himself.



Questions to ask ourselves if a random thought
pops into our heads

e Will following these promptings lead to sin?

e |s this thought false to Christ-honoring love for others?

e |s this thought false to purity?

e |s this thought serving to make sin attractive and to make
holiness unattractive?

Ephesians 2:2 (NLT)

obeying the devil—the commander of the powers in the
unseen world. He is the spirit at work in the hearts of

those who refuse to obey God.



John 13:2 (NIV)

The evening meal was in progress, and the devil had
already prompted Judas, the son of Simon Iscariot, to
betray Jesus.



John 12:6 (NIV)

He did not say this because he cared about the poor
but because he was a thief; as keeper of the money
bag, he used to help himself to what was put into it.
